Meguro, Tokyo, 2025
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This project renovates a former reinforced concrete row
house near Toritsu-Daigaku Station in Meguro, Tokyo,

into rental housing for international residents. The
existing concrete structure was left exposed to express
the building’s original character. By opening up the floors
vertically, natural light and air can move through the space,
creating a sense of openness across levels. Warm wood
finishes and textured tiles were introduced to soften the
concrete and create a comfortable, welcoming interior.
The kitchen and bathroom layouts were carefully designed
to suit the needs and expectations of overseas tenants.
The project was developed in close collaboration with a
client based in Canada, with design and site supervision
carried out remotely—an experience that shaped a new,
cross-border way of working for our practice.

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This is the interior design for the office and studio of a
VFX production company located about a 10-minute walk
from Meguro Station. The design inherits the memory of
the existing building, which was once a textile factory,
by incorporating industrial materials, lighting, and aging
paint to shape the space. At the same time, we added
elements such as a steel staircase, entrance door, studio,
and NA booth. The aim was to create a canvas-like space
that could accommodate hotel-like furniture and Indian
furnishings.

feat Ringmasters LLC (CINETONE)
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Bar Assemblage

Ginza, Tokyo, 2023
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This is the interior design of a bar created for a young
master, located in the Ginza 8th district, close to
Shimbashi. Aiming to evoke the classic and authentic
atmosphere characteristic of Ginza, we used African
teak for the large L-shaped counter. At the same time,

to express modernity, we left the pipes and existing wall
materials exposed. The central lighting design is formed
through combining the sound waves of “La Campanella,” a
piece by Franz Liszt, with the movements of the bartender,
expressing the owner’s personality and the improvisational
nature of cocktail making.
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Kawaguchi city, Saitama, 2022
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This is an environmental house located in a suburban
residential area in Kawaguchi City, Saitama Prefecture.
In a challenging flagpole site with difficult light conditions,
our design aimed to bring in natural light while analyzing
the surrounding environment. By introducing an efficient air
conditioning system and high airtightness and insulation,
we sought to create a comfortable living environment. The
first floor features a central plan that allows easy access
from the living room to all rooms, while the second floor
follows a circulation plan around the living room’s atrium.
The central atrium connects the entire house in a three-
dimensional way, allowing the family to sense each other’s
presence throughout the home.
